   A MARCH EVENT -Johann Gutenberg grew up in Mainz, 
Germany, reading all that his wealthy father ordered. Books were 
outrageously expensive. Local scribes copied the texts by hand, 
illuminators decorated the margins, and binders made the covers. His idea 
was to stamp letters using a punch. Though beset by problems, he toiled 
for years to get his invention to work. He set up a printing shop, and in 
1450, after 30 years, he was ready to begin. He chose the Bible as his 
first book. Such a project required the need to borrow 800 guldens from 
Johann Fust, and two months before the Bible was completed, Fust sued 
for repayment. Gutenberg angrily turned over his presses and almost-
completed Bibles to Fust. The Bible was first published on March 13, 
1456, and for many years the credit went to Fust. But after Gutenberg died 
it was admitted that, after all, Johann Gutenberg had invented printing.
