1:69 

"HE HAS SENT US A MIGHTY SAVIOUR FROM 
THE ROYAL LINE OF DAVID HIS SERVANT,   

 JUST AS HE PROMISED" 

The Messiah, Jesus has the power to rescue and deliver humankind from the 
bondage and result of sin. This is moral and spiritual salvation, resulting in 
Eternal Life. Saviour is a title of Jesus Christ: His saving role involves giving 
"repentance ... And the forgiveness of sins". The Messiah, Christ, anointed 
one, combined the traits of royalty and priestly dignity. Messiah was a title of a 
glorious personage, mighty and victorious, Servant of God. He came into the 
world as the "Son of David," a title closely linked with the Messiah as a royal 
person.  

God's prophets pointed to a future King from David's family plus that of His 
government and peace there shall be no end. Both Mary and Joseph were 
descendents from the Royal lineage of King David who ruled from about 1005 



to 965 B.C . Joseph's ancestor was Solomon, and his brother Nathan was the 
forbearer of Mary, both were sons of David.  

Prophecy is the evidence of Divine knowledge. The Prophecies and their 
fulfillment provide some of the greatest proofs of scripture. Prophecy must be 
uttered before events come to pass.  

Prophets are people to whom God explains more fully how He intends to keep 
His promises. In Old Testament times they were agents of God who acted in 
various capacities to carry out God's purposes. They advocated repentance 
and were spiritual watchmen. 

 
-OLD TESTAMENT PROPHETS SPOKE FOR GOD SPECIFIC 
PROPHECIES OF THE MESSIAH 'S ARRIVAL AND HIS BIRTH- 

Christ's birthplace of Bethlehem was accurately predicted hundreds of years 
before He was born. All Messianic prophecies find their fulfillment in The 
Person of Jesus Christ. There are 330 prophecies from The Old Testament 
that were fulfilled in the First Coming of Christ.
